She was a 4.0 student, an accomplished athlete, a beloved daughter, sister, niece and cousin, and a wonderful friend.  She had found the love of her life, and together they were planning a future full of hope, love and excitement. She was very tired from working late the night before. 
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On December 1, 2009, Beth Amstone was killed in a car crash on the 605 Freeway when the driver of her car lost control, and the car rolled over.  The driver, Beth’s boyfriend, received minor injuries.  He was wearing his seat belt.  Beth was thrown from the car and died instantly. 

Beth died because she wasn’t wearing a seatbelt.
